In order to minimize the risk of fire, we aim to prohibit,
within the World Heritage site Shirakawa-go,

the use of conventional cigarettes which use fire.

Only Heated Tobacco products are permitted to be used in
designated areas.

Conventional cigarettes which use fire can only be used

in smoking spaces at the Shirakawa-go bus terminal and
Seseragi parking, which are located on the outskirts of

the village.
